Project
GRAEF planners developed neighborhood plans 
and public educational materials to assist in the 
redesign and channelization of the Kinnickinnic 
River. Located in a dense urban area, the river has 
flooded several times causing enormous property 
damage as well as major safety problems. The 
new plans will also require property acquisitions in 
the area – a major concern for local residents.

Participation Process
GRAEF planners have developed concepts that have 
helped explain the challenges and opportunities to a 
highly diverse neighborhood. The work has included 
open house presentations, surveys, PowerPoint 
presentations, focus group meetings, and highly 
detailed graphics. The audiences have include 
home-owners, whose houses may be acquired 
for new plans, as well as neighborhood residents, 
businesses, elected officials, community leaders 
and other professionals involved in the project. 

Planning Outcome
Public input led to specific changes in concepts and 
the current plan has received support from many 
individuals and groups within this diverse neighborhood. 
The final plan will document the public participation 
process and offer well-illustrated options to the 
numerous challenges and opportunities presented 
by the redesign of the Kinnickinnic river channel.
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
